Eligibility
The candidate must possess a Bachelor’s Degree in any discipline from a recognized university or equivalent there to. He/She must secure minimum 45% marks in the graduation. The students who have appeared for their final examination of degree and awaiting results are also eligible to apply. However, their admission will be subject to their passing the qualification examination on the date of commencement of the  programme.
